· Nominations will be evaluated by the Teacher of Year Award Committee without knowledge of the teacher’s name.  The Committee will be composed of members of the FASF Board and the recipient of the award from the previous year.  

· Each of the four items on the nomination form will be assigned up to 25 points, for a total of 100 points.

· The nominee with the highest score will be presented the 2009 Teacher of the Year Award.

· In the event of a tie the committee, at its discretion, may split this award between two "Outstanding" teachers.
